We can use slides, prints, or any camera-ready artwork, but please send copies, not
originals.

Children's submissions are welcome, but should present a cohesive story.

We regret that, because of limited staff time, we cannot return submissions, and we are
unlikely to be able to reply unless we use your story. A selection of stories will be printed in
BATS, and others might be excerpted or quoted in different BCI publications in the future.
Everyone whose story is printed in BATS will receive a special gift. We thank you in
advance for your participation in this project.
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
