North American Bat Conservation Fund priorities

(Priority normally is given to species identified as threatened or especially vulnerable.)

Identify and detail the use of key habitat, with a direct link to improving land management and/or conservation

Identify and document potential threats to bat populations and develop/implement mitigation efforts

Document the impact of current land-management practices and develop alternatives if needed

Document and quantify the effects of environmental contaminants, such as including unregulated dumping, use of pesticides and herbicides and water contamination on bats

Implement research that requires international collaboration and bats that cross international borders.

Implement standardized research methodologies and data collection among international collaborators

Develop and implement public participation programs to empower people to help with additional outreach and educational efforts
